Council shrinks project slightly,

endorses most elements 3-2

Over the outcry of neighbors, the Los Altos City
Council voted Tuesday to approve the Pilgrim Ha-
ven retirement community’s controversial expansion
project.

The proposed $90 million project, which planned to
double the size of the continuing care retirement com-
munity from 103,992 square feet to 226,495 square feet
and add an estimated 37 new residents, has been an ex-
tremely divisive subject in North Los Altos neighbor-
hoods.

Hundreds of neighbors signed petitions opposing the
project, and dozens spoke at city meetings, saying it was
simply too big and would not fit into their residential
neighborhood.

The city council’s meeting on this topic spanned
